HOMEWORK POLICY

All our after school programs
guarantee 45 minutes of
homework time Monday
through Thursday. Since

our ratio is 1 staff member

to every 10 children, we are
unable to provide tutoring
services for students.
However, we will help students
the best we can. If your child
has special educational
needs, just speak to your site
director, and we will do our
best to help them succeed
with their homework. Each
site has access to dictionaries,
computers, and homework
supplies like rulers, pencils,
erasers, glue sticks, etc.
